Cleaning ears is one of the simplest ways to ensure your foster animal stays healthy.
All animals must be preventatively treated for ear mites.

Repeatin 2
weeks if not resolved.

Apply 2 drops of oil
(olive, coconut) and
massage into lower
ear canal well for 2
consecutive days.

If still in rescue at 12 weeks,
apply ear mite medication.
